Cost of Attendance for 2023-2024

In order to assist students and parents with making a more informed choice about the Cost
of Attendance at Feather River College the estimated costs on the following page have
been established. The cost of attendance for a student is an ESTIMATE of that student's
educational expenses for the academic year. The table on the following page shows
average expenses at FRC, rather than actual expenses. The following notes apply to
the table:

1. Fees include Health & Transit fees, which are $18 per semester for Health fee,
$1.50 per unit for Transit fee, and $2 per semester or the Student Representation
Fee.

Payment of Fees

All tuition and enrollment fees are due in full by the first day of the semester. If not, a
payment plan outlining how the balance will be paid in full by the beginning of the 10t week
must be signed by the first day of the semester, OR evidence that full payment will be made
through Financial Aid or a waiver signed by the Chief Student Services Officer must be on
file with Admissions & Records. A HOLD will be placed on the student’s account by the
beginning of the 10t week of the semester if payment in full has not been received. Also,
billing statements will be sent following a regular, monthly schedule.

All student housing fees are due according to the Payment Plan Option chosen by the
student. A HOLD will be placed on the student’s account by the beginning of the 10t week of
the semester for students who are not current with their housing payment. A late fee will be
assessed as stipulated in the Student Application and License Agreement for housing fees
not received by the Payment Plan due date.



A HOLD on the student's account prevents the student from enrolling in future semesters,
obtaining official transcripts, and receiving their diploma until all balances owed to the
College have been paid in full.

FERPA

FERPA is a Federal law administered by the Family Policy Compliance Office in the U.S.
Department of Education, 20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99. FERPA applies to all
schools that receive funding under any program administered by the U.S. Department of
Education.

Once a student reaches 18 years of age or attends a postsecondary institution, he or she
becomes an "eligible student," and all rights formerly given to parents under FERPA
transfer to the student. The eligible student has the right to have access to his or her
education records, the right to seek to have the records amended, and the right to have
control over the disclosure of personally identifiable information from the records (except in
certain circumstances specified in the FERPA regulations).

For a student to release their educational record and/or information to anyone, that student
must have an Authorization to Release Information form on file with Feather River College
stipulating with whom their educational records and/or information can be released. The
records/information will only be released to those for which authorization has been given.
